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In 2008 the EA had a bumper year for prosecutions with fines in excess of £3,000,000 from 454 
prosecutions. This included 55 prosecutions incurred fines of almost £700,000.  A common 
misconception is that if you send material to be recycled that you are doing enough, however obligated 
companies also  have to buy certificates known as PRN's that show they have paid a subsidy. 

 
Regulations require any company that turns over more 
than £2 million  and handle over 50 tonnes  of 
packaging to register and contribute towards the cost of 
recycling their share of packaging.  The easiest way to do 
this is to use a packaging compliance scheme who can 
provide assistance with registering, working out how much 
packaging you handle and certify that you have 
contributed towards the cost of recycling your share. 
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Packaging regulations have been out there for over a decade and it is an offence not to be registered if 
you are over the two thresholds.  Any company that finds itself on the wrong side of the regulations has 
only one decision: how long it waits before registering. The longer you wait, the bigger and more 
punitive any fine is likely to be. 
  
Pennine Pack is a local packaging compliance scheme who will offer free assistance to help you to see if 
you are obligated.
