Energy Certificates

• Air Con (TM44) – risks of getting it wrong
• EPC - risks of getting is wrong
• DEC - risks of getting is wrong



Air Conditioning Inspections(TM44)

• Most building owners with AC will need this service now 
• Output over 12kW went live on the 4th Jan 2011
• Risks in this industry - Unaccredited engineers are carrying 

out the work. Which could mean clients will need to pay 
for the service again.

• Fine £300 per unit



Energy Performance Certificate (EPC) 

• Required when buildings are:
– constructed
– on Sale 
– let 

• Risks in industry - 5 Types of EPCs – wrong one carried out need 
to be done again (soon to be 6 EPCs)

• Required in buildings with no HVAC but require conditioning
• Is your EPC legal? 
• Is your EPC correct?
• Criminal & civil Sanctions if mislead your client
• Fines up to £5000 



Display Energy Certificate (DEC) 

• Required on Public Buildings over 1000m2
• Drops to 500sqm in January 2013
• Then to 250sqm in 2015
• Rolled out to commercial sector in 18 months
• Voluntary take up – Benchmarking & Tracking 



Why have good energy management

• Energy cost set to rise between 10-50% by 2016 

(Ofgem Oct 2009)    Oil & Gas reserves running out



Energy Savings within Existing Buildings 

• 10-50% Savings to be made in most buildings built 
before 2002

• Typically 37% can be saved
