Day 3: Environmental aspects assessment, on-site audit preparation, practical on-site audit.
(Including evening work.)

Day 4: Legislation and regulation, plenary sessions - post audit activities and course revision.
(Including evening work.)

Day 5: Close out meeting and course examination
Successful completion of the course and the examination (70%) will entitle the delegate to 10 IEMA

points - the equivalent to Associate environmental auditor level. NB Points are awarded by IEMA not
the training provider.
